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The following accompanied rides are available for participants in the 2010 ‘BRING YOUR OWN BIKE CRUISE’. 
Both rides will be approximately 2 hours in duration and will be escorted by local rider and Winners Edge co-

owner Greg Hopkins. (see bio) 
For those wishing to ride longer, advice and directions will be provided but additional riding will not be 

accompanied.  Arrangements can also be made for more serious riders, even competitive riders. 

RIDE ONE – MAY 10th RIDE ONE – MAY 10th 

Leaving the Dockyard area where the ship will be docked, the ride will take in some of the quietest roads at the 
western end of the island. Many of the island roads are quite narrow and winding but offer some of the most 

beautiful ocean views in the world. Passing through Somerset Village riders will leave the main road and make 
their way onto the old railway trails which for the most part are paved. Motorized vehicles are restricted from using 
the trails. Exiting the trails at the famous Somerset Bridge, arguably the smallest draw bridge in the world, the ride 

will then travel on Middle Road for approximately three miles before turning onto the South Road which offers 
panoramic views of the ocean and the islands’ most beautiful South Shore beaches. Riders will then return to 

Dockyard along a similar route with an option to take in more demanding terrain for the more adventurous.

RIDE TWO – MAY 11th 

Participants will take the fast ferry with their bikes to Hamilton (20 minutes) where they will be met by Greg. The 
ride will then leave Hamilton and make its way through the central Parishes utilizing as much of the railway trails 
as possible to avoid traffic, returning to Dockyard.  Again, optional routes for the more adventurous riders can be 

provided.

BIKE RENTAL

It is strongly recommended that members of the cruise bring their own bikes to ensure a proper fit for the most 
comfortable riding experience. Bike rentals (recreational mountain bikes) are available, but the correct sizing 

cannot be guaranteed due to the limited numbers of bikes available in Bermuda. Bike rentals are also available in 
limited supply from Bikesport in Trappe, so be sure to reserve yours early.

HELMETS

Helmets are not required by law in Bermuda, but they are STRONGLY recommended.
